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Workshop: Poppy

This design which featured in Issue 107 of Inspirations Magazine in 2020 measures 170 x 110 mm and is worked
with an interesting variety of needle weaving, bead embroidery and embroidery techniques, including the
concept of freestyle random embroidery stitching.

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Project Description:

Because the workshop will cover all the stitches and techniques used in the design, the teaching will be on a
fabric sampler. This will make it possible to cover everything in the time available and will mean that each
person will have a reference for what he or she needs to do when working the project. In addition to the
workshop at the event, high resolution video clips for all the stitches and techniques will be provided in an
online private domain so that participants will be able to reference them after the event.

Using perle and stranded cottons along with Miyuki beads and Preciosa crystals, the project is worked on an
Ecru cotton twill that has been backed with cotton voile.
